Any communication made by the parent/guardian should be addressed to the
H.M./Principal. The application should mention the child's name, address, phone number,
admission number, class, and section.

Parents are requested to refrain from entering the classrooms or making telephone calls to
contact or see their children/teachers during school hours.

Any change in the Residential Address, Telephone Number or other vital information
should be promptly intimated in writing to the school.

Parents must ensure that they send their children with an appropriate lunch. Due to security and
safety concerns, requests to bring the lunch box to school later will not be entertained.

Parents should not criticise the school or teachers in the presence of their children, as it causes
the student to lose respect for the teachers, resulting in failure to learn and consequently retards
their progress.

If parents have a legitimate complaint, they must meet the Principal as soon as possible. The
Principal will personally verify the complaint.

Parents are required to co-operate with the school in its attempt to help their children progress by
paying attention to their regularity, punctuality and discipline and taking a keen interest in their
work. (They should check the Almanac every day and note the homework and other
instructions given. They are advised to check the bags of their wards to see if any
circular/notice/invitation has been issued.)

Care must be taken of the school and its property, and if any damage is done, the student(s)
concerned must compensate for the damage.

Students are not allowed to wear earrings or nose rings. Girls are allowed to wear only small
tops and studs(pins).

MEDIUM OF INTERACTION

All students must speak in English to their teachers and friends during school hours. This
habit will help them improve their English and better understand the lessons. Politeness
and good manners are expected while interacting with fellow students, staff, parents and
visitors. English is ourin-campus language.

Discipline is the hallmark of truly engaging education.
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SCHOOL RULES

Every student should carry their Aimanac to School every day.

Parents are requested to use the school bus facility to commute their wards to the school.
Non-bus commuters should arrive at school 10 minutes before the start of the Home
Room period.

In the morning, the warning bell will ring 5 minutes before the start of the Home Room
period, which is the signal for all students to go to their respective classrooms. It should be
done promptly and in silence. As soon as they are in their classes, students must prepare
for the assembly/period.

Change of classrooms between periods should be done in silence and in an orderly
manner.

Non-Sikh boys should get their hair cut at regular intervals. The cut should be a simple boy's cut. Girls with long
hair must tie it neatly into plaits and wear a hair band.

No shouting or whistling is allowed in or around the school premises. Running in the corridors is strictly prohibited.
Throwing any object(s) at anyone is strictly forbidden.

No child should damage/spoil the school or other children's property. Any such damage shall be made good by
the parents. Intentional damage may lead to termination.

Any damage done will be compensated by the student concerned, together with a heavy fine imposed on them for
such an offence. Anyone who notices something damaged should report the matter, even if they do not know who
has doneit.

Students are not allowed to bring sharp instruments or valuables to the school.

Books (besides textbooks or library books), magazines or paper may only be brought to the school with the Class
Teacher's permission.

Lending or borrowing of money or other articles is not permitted.

Students who come to school in the care of attendants should always stay on the premises before the attendant
arrives. In the event of a delay, they should report to the school office. Those who go home alone should remain
calm on the way, but be prompt to return home after school. Students are warned not to buy or receive anything
from anyone on the way home or to school.

They should greet their teachers whenever and wherever they meet them.

The School reserves the right to terminate the students with unsatisfactory progress in studies or whose
conductis abad influence on others.

Exploding crackers or splashing colours during Diwali / Holi or any other occasion on the school premises or
buses is strictly forbidden. Non-compliance with these instructions can result in severe consequences, including
expulsion from the school.

Students should attend the festivals and functions celebrated in the school.

Students cannot carry mobile phones, electronic gadgets, or any banned items / contraband to school.
Stern action (that might lead to expulsion) will be taken against students violating this rule.

Students must come to school only in the proper uniform. This rule applies even when they come to
school for any purpose other than attending classes or after school hours.

Wearing low-waist trousers is not allowed.

If any child does not come in proper uniform, they will be sent back home (with parents) after the third warning, for
which parents will receive a call from the school to pick up their ward, and the child will be marked absent for the day.

Open Day and PTM dates will be communicated through prior notice, SMS, and email.

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ABSENCE FROM SCHOOL

1. Students who have been absent the previous day will not be allowed to attend the class unless their
parent(s) has/have submitted an explanation stating the reason for the absence in the Record of Non-
Attendance section of the Almanac for each day (Application valid for two days) the student has been
absent from school. If a child reports to school without an explanation in the Aimanac, the parents will be
called to the school, and the child will be sent back home.

2. In case of absence for more than two days on medical grounds, a Medical Certificate and prescription
(photocopies) should be attached with the application.

3. There is no provision for half-day leave. Therefore, students who are not well should not be sent to
school even during assessments. The child will be marked absent if taken home by
parent(s)/guardian(s)/authorised person during school hours, even if it was an assessment day. The
child will not be awarded a grade for the assessment on that particular day.

4. Astudent returning to school after suffering from an infectious or contagious disease should produce a
doctor's fitness certificate, permitting them to attend school. Students suffering from the following
diseases must observe the prescribed quarantine period before returning to school.

Disease Precautions Quarantine Period

Chicken Pox Till the scabs fall off completely. 14-16 days
Cholera Till the child has completely recovered. 07 days
Measles Two weeks after the rashes disappear. 15 days
Mumps Until the swelling has gone away, 20 days
Whooping Cough Sixweeks 15days
Jaundice Sixweeks 40days
Conjunctivitis One week 07 days
Typhoid Three weeks 25days
Covid-19 Two Weeks 21days

5. Students who require medical attention during school hours may be sent to the school Infirmary by the
teacher concerned, who will enter the nature of the complaint and sign the 'School Clinic Record' section
of the Almanac.

6. Students should visit the School Infirmary only in an emergency if an entry has been made in the
Almanac by a teacher.

7. Parents will be promptly informed in the event of serious illness/emergency and may be requested to
come to school to take their child home, if necessary.

8. Repeated absence without notice or unexplained absence without written application for more than six
consecutive days, renders the student liable to have their name struck off the rolls. Re-admission may
only be granted after the payment of the re-admission fee.

LATE ARRIVAL IN SCHOOL

Students should arrive at the School 5 minutes before the Home Room Period starts. Students
arriving late may enter only with a valid explanation.

Arriving late to school is not acceptable. Students who are late more than once in a term or
semester will not be allowed to attend classes on the second time. Disciplinary action will be taken

againstthem.

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ADMISSION/WITHDRAWAL/TERMINATION/EXPULSION

DPS DEOGHAR

Under the aegis of the Delhi Public School Society, New Delhi

Admission:

1. Achild seeking admission to the school must first register their name on the school website and submit the
forms to the school office.

2. Admission to the school is considered based on age, merit and vacancy.

3. The School reserves the right to grant admission to a student.

4.1If, later, at any stage, it is found that the information provided to the school needs to be corrected, the
admission will be cancelled.

Continuity of Enroliment
The enroliment of a student shall remain active until the school receives a formal written application from the
parent/guardian requesting the issuance of a Transfer Certificate (TC). Verbal communication, absence from
school, or non-payment of fees shall not be treated as a request for withdrawal.

Withdrawal :

1. One clear calendar month's notice in writing or a month's fee instead of notice must be given before the pupil
is withdrawn.

2. Those who leave school during the session must, in all cases, pay the fees for the month last attended.

3. ATransfer Certificate is issued once all the school dues are settled / cleared.

4. Students can be asked to leave the school on the following grounds:
- Disciplinary
- Unsatisfactory progress in studies.
- Detention /repeated detentions in a class.

5. The school espouses politeness in talk and behaviour as a particular aspect of education. Any rude/impolite
behaviour towards staff members in/outside the school by any student/parent/guardian shall be sufficient
reason for the immediate expulsion of the student from the school rolls.

Fee Liability Until TC Application
All school fees will remain payable up to and including the date on which the written TC application is
received by the school office, irrespective of the student's attendance during that period. This policy is
essential to prevent seat blocking and to maintain administrative and statutory compliance.

Requirement for Timely TC Application

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SCHOOL TRANSPORT

Students can use school transport, subject to seat availability. The school transport routes are drawn up, and
parents should consult the school transport in charge for the necessary details. The school reserves the right to
provide transport facilities to the students.

BUS RULES:

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Students using the school transport must arrive at the bus stop at least five minutes before, on the correct side.
Students can use only the allotted vehicle and bus/winger stop. With the school's prior written permission, all
changes can be allowed.

The buses will not wait for latecomers. Students who miss their allotted bus/winger must not attempt to board
any other vehicle. Parents will be responsible for dropping their ward off at the school gate. However, the
student will return by their allotted bus/winger.

The students should stay away from the main road until the vehicle arrives. They should only approach the
vehicle's entry door once it has come to a complete halt. The front door of the vehicle is the only authorised
entrance and exit.

Boarding and alighting from the vehicles should be done silently and in an orderly manner.

All students must occupy vacant seats immediately after boarding their respective vehicles. Seat
reservations for co-commuters are not allowed under any circumstances.

Students are strictly prohibited from travelling on the footboard.

Students must not move around in the vehicle when itis in motion.

The students must ensure they clear the bus/winger aisle and correctly place school bags and other
belongings.

Students must remain seated on the bus/winger and must not put their hands out of the windows.

No object should be discarded inside or thrown outside the vehicle.

Consumption of eatables is not permitted in the buses/wingers.

Unruly behaviour like shrieking, shouting and playing mischief is strictly prohibited. Courteous behaviour is
expected atall times.

The driver's attention must not be distracted for any reason.

If, due to particular difficulty, a student has to leave the school campus during school hours by their own
transport, the following rules have to be observed:

The drivers are authorised to stop buses/wingers only at the designated stops unless otherwise directed by
the teacher(s) on the bus/winger. The list of stops is prepared to maintain the convenience and safety of all
bus/winger commuters and is subject to change as required.

Senior boys are not permitted to occupy the rear seats of the bus/winger.

Parents are advised to contact the school for any issues related to transportation, using the following
contact numbers: 9296786345 and 9296786343.

The students are responsible for maintaining discipline on the bus/winger. Any severe offence must be
reported to the HM/Principal immediately.

In case of a change in stop or bus/winger (of a temporary or permanent nature), permission for the same
has to be sought through a written application.

Parents must ensure their wards do not go, to or from the bus stops, unescorted.

Parents / Guardians of such students who do not avail of the School Transport should report at the
School gate 15 minutes before dispersal to collect their wards.

No efforts for the safety of the students are spared, but the school will not be held responsible for any
road accident in which the vehicles may unfortunately be involved.

Transport charges are to be paid for the complete academic session (April-March). No request to
discontinue the transport facility during the academic year will be entertained.

The withdrawal of the Transport Facility is not allowed in the last quarter(Jan-March) of the
academic year.

The School should be updated in case the student's address changes, to update the bus route.

The Bus/Winger Numbers allotted can only be changed with the permission of the school
authorities.

Every student shall borrow and read books from the library as per the schedule.

Students from Classes lll to VIl will be issued one book at a time for one week.

Students will only be eligible for a fresh issue if the previously issued book is returned.

If books are returned late without a valid reason, the borrowing facility will be withdrawn for up to one week.
Strict silence must be maintained in the library.

Reference books are notissued. These books can be consulted within the library premises only.

The books that have been marked, disfigured or damaged will have to be replaced by the borrower, or a
payment of 50 % over the cost price of the book is to be made.

Any student found deliberately damaging or defacing a book may be debarred from the library for the entire
term or academic year, and a fine will be levied.

The library has an Open Access System, and the students must help to maintain the
order and organisation of the collection on different shelves. They must place
the books on the shelves strictly according to the subjects after consultation
with the Library-in-Charge/Librarian.

The students are not allowed to bring their books or belongings to the library.

The loss of a Library card shall be immediately reported in writing to the
Librarian. Afine of Rs. 100/ will be charged for issuing a duplicate card.

The students shall not sub-lend the books issued from the library.

If the books are not returned on the due dates, an overdue charge of Rs 10/
per book per day will be charged.

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CBSE ASSESSMENT FRAMEWORK

The competency-based assessment framework aims to strengthen India’s existing school education
system for secondary level (classes 6-10) and improve the overall learning outcomes of students across
India, mainly covering three subjects: English (reading), Science, and Maths.

The framework is a part of the CBSE Competency Based Education Project that aims to replace the
existing rote learning model with a competency-based framework as directed in the NEP 2020 over the
next 2-3 years. The Framework is aligned with the NEP vision of achieving global standard in
assessments.

The assessment specifications were designed to sample the assessment content set out in the learning
ladders and use the design principles. The size of the assessment and the length of time allowed are a
balance between sampling enough content to allow the assessments to be valid and show what students
know and can do and not being so long that the administration of the assessments is a burden for both
the student and the school to deliver. The assessments are generally shorter for lower classes as there is
less content to sample and shorter tests are more reasonable for younger students.

Assessment objectives specific for each subject were created using the learning outcomes in the
NCERT curriculum as a starting point to identify the high level skills which needed to be assessed. These
assessment objectives are similar to those used in other international qualifications for 11 to 16 year old
students and are applied to all classes, though the proportion varies for each class. Generally, there are a
greater proportion of higher order thinking skills assessed in Classes 9 and 10 than in the lower classes.

Each subject takes a slightly different approach because of the nature of the subject and the skills and
content that they need to cover. For English, the focus on assessing reading means the assessments are
relatively shorter in Classes 6 to 8 than the other subjects as teachers would also be expected to assess
student’s listening, speaking and writing skills. This changes at Class 9 with the introduction of literature
skills into the assessment and with more extended response questions which significantly increases the
length of the assessment.

For maths the need to assess students’ abilities to use a calculator and in mental maths means that two
separate assessments are required. The mental maths skills are more important in lower classes so are
more heavily weighted in these classes and hence the non-calculator tests are longer. For Classes 9 and
10, the non-calculator assessments are proportionally shorter but for all classes there is a total time of 2
hours splitacross two assessments.

In science, the emphasis is on assessing the ability of students to apply their knowledge, analyse data
and evaluate information and this increases in classes 9 and 10. Aspects of practical skills can be
assessed in written tests but the students ability to manipulate equipment and carry out practical
procedures cannot be assessed in a written test so these skills should be assessed by the teacher
through lab books, projects and practical assessments.
